If preschool or a cooperative experience is new to your family, you may be concerned about 
your childôs behavior while you are assisting in the classroom. Some of your children may 
resent the attention that you give to other children at school. Your child may: 
Ė Not act his or her ñBest Selfò 
Ė Resent your attention to others at first. 
Ė Need lots of attention from you 
Ė Be fussy, quiet, or uncooperative 

Be patient. They will gradually accept your friendliness to other children. 
All of these behaviors are normal and have been documented by many co-op teachers and 
parents. 
Classroom highlights 
A highlight so far this year, has been celebrating Johnny Appleseedõs birthday by making 
applesauce.  The children used an apple mill that peels, cores, and slices the apple by 
turning a handle. For many of the kids, this was a new experience and one they 
particularly enjoyed.  All of the kids wanted a turn to use the apple mill and were happy 
to chop the apples up into small pieces. They decided that it took too long to cook, so we 
had òchunkyó style applesauce, which they all liked.

ɷ Washable black tempera paint 

Å Construction paper 

ɷ 2 Wiggly Eyes   

Å Glue 

 

Instructions:  

  1.  Paint your child's hand, palm and four fingers only, (omitting the thumb). Have  

     child press his/her hand down on construction paper with fingers out.  

  2.  Paint other hand and press down in the opposite direction so the palm prints  

      overlap creating a spider body and legs .  

  3.  Glue on wiggly eyes and youõre finished. Now you have a cute Halloween    

      keepsake craft!

1. 15 OREO Chocolate Sandwich Cookies , crushed  

2. 3 cups cold milk  

3. 2 pkg. (4 serving size) JELL-O Chocolate Flavor Instant Pudding & Pie Filling  

4. 1 (12 ounce) tub COOL WHIP Whipped Topping, thawed, divided  

5. 3 CAMEO Creme Sandwich Cookies  

6. Decorating gel  

7. 5 candy pumpkins  

8. 10 pieces candy corn

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Instructions: 
1. Pour milk into large bowl. Add dry pudding mixes. Beat with wire whisk 2 min. or until well 

blended. Let stand 5 min. Gently stir in 3 cups of the whipped topping and half of the cookie 
crumbs. Spread evenly into 13x9-inch baking dish; sprinkle with the remaining cookie 
crumbs.  

2. Refrigerate at least 1 hour. Meanwhile, decorate crème sandwich cookies with decorating 
gel to resemble tombstones. Set aside until ready to use.  

3. Insert decorated cookies into top of dessert just before serving. Add candies. Drop large 
spoonfuls of the remaining whipped topping onto dessert to resemble ghosts. Cover and 
store leftover dessert in refrigerator.
